The f'u"e spread quLckLy
because it hadn't rained in
London for months, the houses
were mam[g built from wood
and straw and the houses

were built very close Jcoge’cher.

There was no fLre brLgade SO
ordmarg peopLe had to use
leather buckets and water

squirts to try and put out the
f’Lre.

Bg Thursdag 6th September
1666, the wind had died
down so people were able to

put out the ﬂames.

6 people died as a result of
the fLre.

13,d00 houses were destroyed
and 70,000 peopLe were Lef’c

home[ess.

Samuel Pepys lived in
London during the Great
Fire of London and wrote

about it in his dLarg.
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Thomas Farriner is the

owner of the bakery on

Puddmg Lane where the
fLre started.

King Charles II was the
King of England in 1666.
After the fire he said that
houses must be built further

apart and built from stone.

The fire gets very close to the Tower of London.

Tuesday 4th September 1666 " y
St Paul’s Cathedral is destroyed by the fire. Timeline of Events
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Sunday 2nd September 1666
The fire starts at 1 a.m.

Mid-morning: Samuel Pepys starts to
write about the fire in his diary.

Wednesday 5th September 1666
The wind dies down and the fire
spreads more slowly.

The fire is finally put out.

Thousands of people are left homeless.
